Guidelines for Regions
In supporting the production of materials for dissemination on the website, regions should:
· discuss the potential for web-based material with the lead school in each RAISE group;

· ensure that project groups allocate adequate funds to the creation and production of quality materials for posting on the website;
· identify and publicise the name of a contact person within the region who can advise schools on technical and production issues relating to web-based material;

· arrange for a point of contact within the region for the submission of web-based material;

· inform schools and local authorities that they should not submit material directly to NGfL Cymru or the national website co-ordinator:

· establish quality control procedures in respect of all material submitted;

· require each group of schools to submit its material in accordance with the guidance from the national website co-ordinator (ensuring that a bilingual Resource Description Template is completed for all items, with the description worded in the context of the School Effectiveness Framework);
· direct all (clearly labelled) material, once quality controlled, to Martin Mewis (martin.mewis@ngfl-cymru.org.uk), copied to Nicola Lo Celso (leceln@caerphilly.gov.uk);
· ensure that we post all material directly on the national RAISE website, even if that material is also to appear on regional or other websites;

· consider how best to use the regional funding for website development to support or complement materials that groups of schools will produce in the process of their RAISE initiatives.
