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1. Introduction

There are over 8,000 grant-making trusts and foundations in the United Kingdom – they give over £2 billion in grants to charitable causes each year.  (The words “trust” and “foundation” are virtually synonymous – all charitable foundations are trusts and are managed by trustees.)  Many companies also have funds that they can donate to charities and other small local and/or community projects.  This means that there is a large amount of money set aside to fund worthwhile projects – the problem is matching the project to the appropriate funder!

This report has gone a small way towards finding funders who might look favourably on projects connected to the RAISE initiative.  The criterion used for including funders in this report was that they will fund projects involving education and/or young people.  The most important point to make about this list is that it is by no means exhaustive.  The more research was carried out the more information was uncovered!  

The most efficient way to organise this type of work would be to have someone responsible for monitoring all the information on a regular basis – there are subscription websites that send regular updates on new and on-going funding opportunities and there are lots of funders that have deadlines for applications which need tracking.  Potential funders all have particular requirements to do with their own application procedures which applicants must meet or their applications can end up in the bin!  It would be more economic to have this expertise based in one or two people in each Local Authority - that way schools can call on expertise when they need it.

Points to remember:

· This is not an exhaustive list.
· ALWAYS check the information available about the funder BEFORE starting an application.
Advice and Guidance on applying for funding

a. General guidelines

· ALWAYS check with the funder before submitting any application – contact via phone or email if possible – this can save you a lot of time and work.
· Most likely sources of assistance are your local ones so try those first – see Local / Welsh Trusts and Foundations.
· Many funders have set deadlines – e.g. the trustees may only meet once or twice a year to consider applications – always check that you apply at the appropriate time.

· Always check the website (if there is one) and use the official application form – anything else is likely to be put straight in the bin!

Some tips for writing a letter to apply for funding.

(This is an extract from ‘ “What Funds”  - Guide to local grant makers’ by Bournemouth Borough Council.)

Keep it short and to the point.  Your letter should be no more than 2 sides of A4; make the application long enough to properly describe what you want but short enough to be easy to take in at first reading.

Include the following:

· Name and Address of your organisation

· Date

· Name of Correspondent (Named person to contact at the Trust/Foundation etc.)

· Name of Trust (some organisations administer more that one Trust)

· Address (most recent)

Structure your letter something like this:

Dear Name of Trust or Correspondent.  Do not put ‘Dear Sir/Madam’ or ‘to whom it may concern’.

1st paragraph – establishes the credibility of your organisation.  Include:

· Background information i.e. what are its aims and objectives

· Its charitable status and how long it has been established

· Management and staffing structure

· Short paragraph about what the organisation has achieved so far to show its effectiveness

2nd paragraph – selling the need for your project.  
Include:

· What the problem/need is – the purpose of the work and who it will help

· Your proposal – you need to show that you have a realistic and practical solution

· How you will evaluate and measure impact

3rd paragraph – explain the costs of the project.

· Ask for a specific sum.  Say that you are seeking a contribution of £X to a budget of £Y

· Where you will raise the rest of the money from?

· What funds you already have

Final paragraph

‘If you require any further information please contact: name of the best person to answer any questions the Trust may wish to ask’

Yours sincerely

Chair of Committee

What else should I send?

Don’t overload the application with attachments.  A Trust that is seriously interested will ask for any information it doesn’t have.  Unless specified, send your most recent Annual Report, accounts and budget for your project.

Finally….

· Show the funding letter to another person to see if they understand what you are asking for.

· Check the spellings

· Has the letter been signed?

· Take a photocopy for your records

What the Potential Funder will be looking for:

When considering your application, trustees will be asking themselves some or all of the following questions:

Grant Policy

Does the application fit in with our published trust policy and guidelines?

Are we particularly interested in the problem area?

Is the approach to the problem the best way of spending our resources?

Have we funded anything similar lately?

Is there a geographical reason for or against it?

Your Project
· Will the project work?

· Are the outcomes worthwhile and achievable?

· Can the project organiser deliver?

· What are the long-terms goals and are they achievable?

· Is the project of purely local significance or could it have a wider benefit?

· What is the project’s relationship with clients/community/other bodies?

· What will happen afterwards?

· What are the long-term funding implications?

· Is the project organiser and organisation well thought of (what is the project’s reputation, who is the patron, who sponsored them etc.)?

· In general, has the organisation and its proposal got credibility?

Benefit to the Funder

· Is the project cost-effective?  Is it more effective (better) and cost effective (cheaper) than alternatives?

· Is the project well-presented and the budget well prepared?

· Can we guarantee the organisation will handle the money well?

· Will the organisation say thank you and keep in regular contact (have there been any problems in the past)?

· Will there be any publicity/ recognition of the donor?

· In general, will it be the best use of present resources?

· Do we know, like and trust these people?

6. European Funding

European Funding is the most complicated of all the various sources of funding.  There are 2 types of funding available from the EU; structural funds and community action programmes, together these funds amount to more than 300 separate funding programmes.  It is probably best to seek help from an expert such as the European Officer in your Local Authority, or the Wales Council for Voluntary Action - WCVA (GAVO, TVA or VAC) – contact details are on Page 7.  These people will have expert and up-to-date knowledge on what is available, who is looking for partners for projects and how to complete an application.  It is also worth looking at the Welsh European Funding Office (WEFO) website: www.wefo.wales.gov.uk.  WEFO is part of the Welsh Assembly Government and manages the delivery of the EU Structural Funds programmes in Wales.

These are the main programmes which may be worth considering:

1. Convergence ESF Priority 1: Supplying Young People with Skills for Learning and Future Employment.
This will not fund mainstream provision. It will add value and enhance such provision by focusing on young people aged 11 – 19 years who are at risk of underachieving in education or training, with particular focus on those young people designated as, or at risk of becoming, NEET (not in employment, education or training). This includes young people who need help and support to re-engage or remain in learning or training in order to raise their level of achievement, as well as raising the aspirations of young people to progress to further learning or training, and achieve higher level skills.

2. Lifelong Learning Programme: LEONARDO (Vocational Education)
This programme has been set up to address the teaching and learning needs of all those in vocational education and training, including initial and continuing vocational training, other than advanced vocational education and training at tertiary level, as well as the institutions and organisations providing or facilitating such education and training.  You will work with European partners to exchange best practice, increase staff expertise and develop learners’ skills. Funding is open to any UK organisation involved in vocational training.

3. Lifelong Learning Programme: COMENIUS (School Education)

This programme is aimed at addressing the teaching and learning needs of all those in pre-school and school education up to the level of the end of upper secondary education, and the institutions and organisations providing such education

1. Global Curriculum Project Grants

This funding is aimed at schools in the UK and schools in Third World countries that are developing or working on joint activities that embed a global dimension within their respective curricula.  It supports the exploration of innovative practice, which takes forward global dimension agendas through school partnerships.

2. Connecting Classrooms

This global programme creates partnerships between clusters of schools in the UK and clusters of schools in other countries to create an international dimension to young people's learning and improve their knowledge and understanding of other cultures

3. East West - Joint Curriculum Projects with Ireland

Following the Good Friday Agreement, the East West Programme was initiated to strengthen school partnerships and to encourage friendship and understanding between young people in Ireland and the United Kingdom.  Priority is given to projects promoting tolerance and accommodation of difference through increased knowledge and insight into each others’ cultures.  Under the East West Programme, schools undertake to work collaboratively on a joint project of common interest over one academic year.  The programme is open to primary, post-primary and special schools with a focus on disadvantaged areas.
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
